2. 1f you were born after Dec. 31, 1956 and are planning to register for six (6) or more credits, you must
provide proof of immunization (mumps, measles and rubella immunity) to the Wellness & Counseling
Center (WCC) in Marshak 15. You may also show proof of immunity by having a blood test (titer) drawn.
Failure to follow this procedure will result in a delay in registration. Contact WCC at (212) 650-8222 for
additional information prior to registering.

2. Visit a Schoool of Education faculty advisor (on the day/s assigned for new non-matriculants) to have
your course/s approved and your registration entered into the system.

3. Pick up your bill from the CCNY Office of the Bursar in A 103.

4. Pay your bill by the date noted on the lower left-hand portion of your bill in-person or on-line. Please
note that you must have your bill validated by the Bursar by the due date or you will be deregistered.

5. Obtain a City College Identification card. Once you have your validated bill, go to the ID Office (NA
1/204) for your picture identification. It is mandatory to show your ID to the security guard when
entering any CCNY Building(s).
