AAUW grant , July 1 2004- June 30, 2006

A grant  was  obtained by Women’s Studies director Joyce Gelb to bring a visiting scholar , Eileen McDonagh , of Northeastern University , to the CCNY  campus for two years . The funded project , entitled “Gender Equity and American Politics: Women’s Political Citizenship in Historical and Comparative Perspective”  included several components. The first was to undertake a comparative quantitative analysis of women’s participation and representation  in 190 countries  2) the academic aspects included  team teaching a course on women and comparative political representation with a number of invited guest speakers with expertise on this topic  (co directed by  Gelb and McDonagh  3) a conference on gender and comparative political representation was held on November 18-19 2005. A list of participants and topics is appended.  4) The University of Chicago Press will publish a manuscript on gender and citizenship, including the focal points of the research , authored by McDonagh  .
