Accepted students must declare a major in Early Childhood Education and a Liberal Arts Co-
concentration

Students who major in Education must meet liberal arts requirements for New York State teaching
certification. All of these requirements can be met with Pathways categories, but not all Pathways
courses meet State certification requirements.
