· The  successful completion of an approved course of study in a major of which at least 60% of the credits must be taken at The City College.  A final documented major check must be secured from the department major advisor.

· A final documented check of all degree requirements must be secured from the divisional office approximately 2 semesters prior to the estimated graduation date.

· A minimum overall and a major GPA of at least 2.0.

· The successful completion of 120 credits.

· Residency requirement: completion of 84 credits at The City College; OR, the last 32 credits at The City College.

· Students will not be permitted to take any course for which pre-requisites have not been fulfilled.
