	Section DE Code 3419 - BLUES AESTHETIC: LITERATURE, ART, AND APOLLO THEATER - It has been said that “Blues is arguably the most influential art form of the 20th century…it has played a decisive role since World War I in American music, literature and other art forms.”  How can that be?  How has the feeling of the blues, the attitude of the blues, the philosophy of the blues, that is, the “blues aesthetic” affected so many forms of expression?  Exactly what is that attitude or point of view? In this interdisciplinary course, we will explore literature of writers Jean Toomer, Toni Morrison, James Baldwin, and others whose work is informed and influenced by the blues.  We will examine paintings and photographs of Romare Bearden, Jacob Lawrence, Roy DeCarava and others to look to “see” blues and jazz.  And, we will listen to the music of blues musicians, including Ma Rainey, Leadbelly, and Lightnin’ Hopkins.
