Linking to Full-Text Articles from Blackboard, Course Web Pages, and Syllabi.
Faculty can link to full-text articles from their Blackboard course pages. To ensure access by off-campus users, all persistent links should include proxy information in the first segment of the URL. Some databases such as Ebsco automatically include this information.  
"Persistent links" are links that will consistently take you to an article. They are also called: stable links, DOI bookmark, “Bookmark this document” link (Gale), 
All your links should contain the CCNY proxy URL so your students can access articles remotely. The proxy prefix added onto the beginning of the article URL will allow your students to be recognized by the database vendor as an authorized user. The proxy URL for CCNY is: http://ccny-proxy1.libr.ccny.cuny.edu/login?url=
After creating links for use: 
• Check the links to make sure they work on-campus 

• Check the links from off-campus
Links are usually persistent, but not permanent. 

• When using a link, include the article citation and the database where the article is located so that you can find the article even if the link expires. 

Steps for creating persistent links for remote access:

Creating Links To Articles Found In An Ebsco Database 
1.) Select the title of the article in the results list 

2.) In the right column you will see a tool called: Permalink. Click on this 

Select (highlight) the URL provided: http://ccny-proxy1.libr.ccny.cuny.edu/login?url=http://search.ebscohost.com/login.aspx?direct=true&db=a9h&AN=36666626&site=ehost-live
3.) Paste the link URL directly into your syllabus or Blackboard course links. 
Creating Links To Articles Found In the JSTOR Database 
1.) Search JSTOR for the desired article. 

2.) Click on Export citation and copy the stable URL provided: http://www.jstor.org/stable/1227656
3.) Add the proxy URL prefix to the beginning of the article URL. The proxy URL will always be the same: http://ccny-proxy1.libr.ccny.cuny.edu/login?url=
4.) The finished persistent URL to the article in the example above should look like this example:

In Blackboard:
Go to Control Panel

Click on Course Readings

Click on External Links

Give it a name; In URL: paste the URL (make sure it has the proxy prefix)
